| will not cyberbully but will inform a trusted adult if | become aware of it.

| will not download or install anything without permission from a teacher or trusted
adult.

| will use school technology for learning and not for personal entertainment.

| understand that my online activity at school may be monitored for my safety.

| understand that if | am involved in any form of behaviour that breaks the rules of e-
safety, staff at the school may contact my family or outside professionals, such as the
police, and share any information related to the situation to ensure everyone is safe.

| will ensure, at all times, that | only access the internet via the curriculum Wi-Fi. Other
options are for staff and approved visitors only.

| understand that nearly all activities performed online, including browsing, posting,
messaging, may contribute to my digital footprint and that this is a permanent record
of my online presence.

| understand that these rules are in place to keep me safe. | agree to follow them at all times
when using the internet and technology at school.

| understand that the privilege of using technology will be removed for a given period
determined by a senior leader if any e-safety rules are broken or if my behaviour warrants its
restriction.
