	HAZARD

Look only for hazards which you could reasonably expect to result in significant harm under the conditions in your workplace.  Use the following examples as a guide:-
· Slipping/tripping hazards      
· Noise
· Electricity                                
· Fume
· Fire                                         
· Vehicles
· Dust                                        
· Violence
· Chemicals
· Moving parts of machinery
· Manual Handling
· Work at height
· Ejection of materials

	WHO MIGHT BE HARMED
There is no need to list individuals by name - just think about groups of people doing similar work or who might be affected e.g.:-
· Office staff
· Operators
· Maintenance personnel
· Cleaners
· Contractors
· Members of the public
· People sharing your workplace

Pay particular attention to:-
· Disabled persons            
· Young persons
· Inexperienced staff
· Visitors
· Lone Workers
· Pregnant/Nursing women 
	RISK RATING Prioritise risk as High, Medium or Low
	IS THE RISK ADEQUATELY CONTROLLED?
Have you already taken precautions against the risks from the hazards you listed, for example: have you provided:-
· Adequate information, instruction or training?
· Adequate safe systems or procedures?
Do the Precautions:-
· Meet the standards set by a legal requirement?
· Comply with a recognised standard?
· Represent a good practice?
· Reduce risk as far as reasonably practicable?
If so, then the risks are adequately controlled, but you need to indicate the precautions you have in place.  You may refer to procedures, manuals, etc. giving this information.
	WHAT FURTHER ACTION IS NECESSARY TO CONTROL THE RISK?
What more could you reasonably do for those risks which you found were not adequately controlled?

Priority should be given to those risks which affect large numbers of people and/or could result in serious harm.  Apply the principles below when taking further action, if possible in the following order:-
· Remove the risk completely
· Try a less risky option
· Prevent access to the hazard (eg by guarding)
· Organise work to reduce exposure to the hazard
· Issue personal protective equipment

	Spillages to be dealt with immediately upon notification by available staff. 

Other people to be kept away from the area by the use of hazard tape, wet floor signs, chairs placed over the area or other barriers, until it has been effectively cleaned.

Nominated member of staff to follow the procedure below
1. any open wounds on hands to be covered with a waterproof dressing / plaster
2. non-latex (vinyl) disposable gloves to be worn by nominated member of staff
3. disposable apron to be worn by nominated member of staff
4. place either absorbent granules, paper towels or tissues over spillage to collect / absorb / contain  liquids
5. collect spillage and materials either by plastic scoop or by hand and place into a plastic bag. Place this plastic bag into another plastic bag and tie off.
6. dispose of plastic bag containing spillage materials in normal refuse container (away from pupil access)
7. disinfect and dry the area of spillage (see below for hard floor surfaces & carpets)
	All staff involved in cleaning up of blood and other body fluids to be regularly briefed on established procedure and 
Council’s Health and Safety Code of Guidance titled Hygiene Precautions Blood and other Body Fluids 
(CIS ref 1.CM.021 )

Spill kits should include : paper towels, plastic bags, disinfectant spray, plastic scoop, non latex gloves, disposable apron, and protective eyewear.

Buckets and cleaning clothes are also available from the cleaners’ cupboards in each building.  

Spill kits’ (either made up or purchased) are stored in the main school office, and classrooms. Staff to replenish after each use. Office to be informed when more need purchasing.

	8. wash gloves with soap and warm water. 
9. dispose of gloves and apron in normal refuse container (away from pupil access)
10. wash hands with soap and warm water

Hard floor surface – if chlorinated absorbent granules are not used, disinfect spillage by washing down area with bleach solution (diluted to 1 part bleach to 10 parts water). 

Wet and dry mop affected area before wiping down with paper towels / tissues or use proprietary equipment such as ‘driflor’ or similar product which dries the floor surface rather than letting moisture evaporate, which can take several minutes (during which time slipping risks remain). See http://www.driflor.com/ for further product details.

Use cordons, wet floor signage or other methods to prevent access (i.e. place a chair over the spillage) where possible until the floor area is completely dry.

Carpet – spillages on carpets and upholstery to be cleaned with warm soapy water or a proprietary liquid carpet shampoo. The use of
hypochlorite / bleach solution or granules may discolour fabrics.

	
Please note: Bleach poured over urine in an enclosed space may present exposure to the release of a harmful gas. Therefore adequate ventilation to be provided.

Note : If a bleach solution is to be used staff MUST be provided with and USE suitable eye protection during cleaning activity.

Note : Granular / Tabulated disinfectant products should provide 10,000 parts per million (ppm) available chlorine in order to be effective in disinfecting blood spillages.

Staff with known bleach allergies to vacate the area and not undertake this task.

Other pupils to be kept away from area until it has been effectively cleaned

Nominated member of staff to follow established procedure
1. as above for steps 1- 5 
2. If chlorinated absorbent granules are not used, disinfect spillage by washing down area with bleach solution (diluted to 1 part bleach to 10 parts water) before rinsing / sluicing area with clean water.
3. dispose of plastic bag containing spillage materials in normal refuse container (away from pupil access) 
4. wash gloves before taking them off with soap and warm water. 
5. dispose of gloves and apron in normal refuse container (away from pupil access)
6. wash hands with soap and warm water

	Accidental contact with blood / other body fluids
i.e.
· sharps / needles / syringe injuries

· splashes of bodily fluids onto mucous membranes (mouth and eyes)

	Following procedure to be adopted:
1. bleeding of wound to be encouraged
2. wound should be washed in soap and warm running water
3. wound to be covered
4. skin, eyes or mouth to be washed in plenty of water
5. incident to be reported to Supervisor and an Accident Incident / Dangerous Occurrence Form duly completed
6. seek medical attention as soon as possible (referral to Accident & Emergency Unit, UHW – with Blood Borne Infections Potential Exposure Procedure and Record

Note: If a hypodermic syringe is found, it should not be touched unless absolutely necessary. If it does have to be touched, it should be lifted using equipment (Litter picker)  in preference to by hand by the thick end and put into a container which cannot be punctured.
